The Third Annual Indoor Champlmmlup Athletic Meeting was held in
the One Hundred and Sceond Engineers” Armory, New York City, March
1, 1924. The University of Pennsylvania won for the second timé¢ with
21 1-3 points. Princeton and Yale tied for second with 20 pointsi each.
The competition was exceedingly keen. Two records were broken, the
two-mile run by Verne Booth, Johns Hopkins,24, run in 9m. 36s., and the
shot put by Ralph G. Hills, Prmceton '25, with a put of 461t. 3-4m A
new record was established in the 70—yard high hurdles, a new event, by
Charles H. Moore, Penn State,’26, by winning the first heat in 9 seconds
Three contestants—Kenncth P. Libbey, Dartmouth,’25, Benjamin M.
Owen, Pennsylvania,’25, and Sylvan S. Scholpp, Yale,'24, equalled the
pole vault record by vaulting 12ft. 6in. In two events the winners came
within 1-10th of a second of the record, and in the two-mile relay the
dropping of a baton prevented a record. In this.race George Ma.xsters,
Georgetown,’25, was unofficially credited with 1:54.4 for-the half.

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ANALYSIS OF UNITED STATES TEAM
IN OLYMPIC COMPETITION.

The accompunying table (on following page) shows some interesting
facts abont the composition of and results secured by the United States
team in the 1924 Olympic Games.

One hundred fifteen athletes composed the track and field team, which
scored 254 points as against 166 by Finland, its nearest competitor. Of
this tcam, S0 or 43.48% were athletes from members of the [.C.A.A.AA.
These men scored 125 1710 points or 49.2782% of all the points scored by
the team. Of these 50, all but eight were matriculated students of their
colleges at the time of participation in the sports, and the cight men were
re¢ent graduates.

Thirty-scven athletes represented colleges other than T.C.AAAA.
members and scored 9134 points or 36.0236% of the total number scored
by the United States team.

In all, 75.65% of the team scoring 85% of the points werce college men.

Including the high school boys, of whom there were four, a total of
90.75% ol the points were won by representatives of educational institu-
tions where athletics are, if not part of the curriculum, at least a definite
part of the student activitics.  This analysis emphasizes the influence that
proper training and care plays in modern athletics.

It is obvious that the points scored by college men on the team would
easily have won the Olympic (rack and ficld championship. It is also
interesting to notc that of the 24 non-gollege men, 14 were entered in
events which are not on the progggnf"’bﬁ} any college team, ie.,

. 10,000 Meters Walk,
-and the Marathon,

and that the United States scored in these events only four points, won by
taking third place in the Marathon. In other words, there were only ten’
men who gained 4 place on the team in direct competition with college or
high school mén,.or 10.78%, and that these men won 7.81% competitive
points. Of these competitive points 754 were won as members of a team
in team races. .

The average age of 1.C.A.A.A.A. men on the team was 23.08; other
college men, 23.06; non-college men (eliminating two men whose ages
were respectively 43 and 45 years), 27.88.

Of the 50 I.C.A.A.A.A. members only cight were from private schools;
all the others were from municipal high schools. .

The college athletes camne from 41 institutions. The university that
furnished the greatest number was Southern California, with six to its
credit. Pennsylvania, Princeton and Georgetown had five each, and
Pennsylvania State, Illinois, Towa and Mississippi A.&M., four each.
Harvard, California, Kansas University and Missouri had three each.

FORTY-EIGHTH ANNUAL FIELD MEETING
CAMBRIDGE, MASS., MAY 30-31, 1924

Y the margin of a single point Yale won the forty-eighth
B track and field championship meeting of the Intercol-

legiate Association of Amateur Athletes of America held
at Cambridge, Mass., May 30 and 381, 1924. Yale scored 28
points out of a possible 225, its first victory since 1904.

The University of Pennsylvania was second with 27 points.
Leland Stanford was third with 2414 and Princeton fourth with
23. Other teams scored as follows: Pennsylvania State College,
21; University of Southern California, 14; Johns Hopkins, 1314;
California, 13; Harvard, 13; Boston College, 12; Cornell, 1014;
Dartmouth, 8; Georgetown, 7; Massachusetts Institute of
Technology, 5; Syracuse, 5; Colgate, 15.

Intercollegiate records were broken in two events. William A.
Comins, Yale, 1924, won the running broad jump with a leap of
24 feet 8 inches. His record displaced the former mark of 24
feet 414 inches made by A. C. Kraenzlein, Pennsylvania, 1900,
and which had stood since 1899. S. Glenn Hartranft, Leland Stan-
ford, 1924, was the second record breaker. In the 16-pound
shot put his winning put was 49 feet 574 inches. It displaced
the former intercollegiate record of 48 feet 1034 inches, made by
R. L. Beatty, of Columbia, in 1912. It also bettered the col-
legiate record of 49 feet 34 inch, made by R. G. Hills, Princeton,
in 1923. Although all the five point winners in the discus throw
bettered the existing record of 140 feet 1% inch, new figures
were not allowed for this event because of a favoring wind outside
the stadium, where this event was contested.

The meet had an unusual ending in that the deciding event
was the hammer throw, the last event to be completed. Previous
to its conclusion, the scores of the two leaders were, Pennsylvania,
27; Yale, 25. By virtue of taking third place in this event Yale
won the meet by the margin of a single point. The games were
held in the stadium at Soldiers’ Field through the courtesy of
Harvard University.

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RUNNING BROAD JUMP

William A. Comins, Yale, 1925, broke the intercollegiate record
twice in the running broad jump. His best jump in the preliminary
round on Friday was 24 feet 5% inches, which displaced the record
of 24 feet 414 inches made by Alvin C. Kraenzlein, Pennsylvania,
1900, just twenty-five years earlier. In his second jump of the
final round Comins improved this performance with a leap of 24
feet 8 inches.
