Hprinting should be the foundation of all our athletic program, for speed
{u the thing that we want all men to have regardless of the sport in which
tliey compete. All men cannot be sprinters, but the speed of all men can
e fmproved. It is especially advisable for all men who are members of the
Virnity track squad to have sprint practice.

The term sprint usually refers to the distance a man can run at top

upeed,  This will include all distances up to 300 yards. There are very
few men who can run 220 yards at the same speed and without slowing up.
I liere is some place in the race in which the runner will ease up a trifle.
Hpeinting is primarily a test of speed rather than endurance. However, a
siccessful sprinter must have both.

It is impossible to pick out any particular type of man to be a sprinter
uh we have had champions of all builds and descriptions—tall and rangy,
short and stocky, and just big men. However, I might say here that 1
piefer the rangier man for the 220 yard dash. The tall man and the short
Wi will differ in their style of running. The short man uses more of the
liimding style. The tall man depends more upon the long, even stride and
lie tses more of the knee action. The shorter man runs more from the hips
aind will have a tendency to run a little wider. In addition to his physical
(unlities, a sprinter must possess an abundance of nervous energy which he
st learn to control. To be a top-notch sprinter, the boy must be able to
direct the release of this physical and nervous emergy.

I'here are certain fundamentals to which the sprinter must adhere if he

I# to have the best form, such as arm and leg action, body angle, balance,
¢l¢, And there are certain principles to be used in the different parts of
the race.

Within the past few years, starting blocks have come into use and 1
lielieve more sprinters are now wusing the starting blocks than holes. Some
feel that the blocks are a great aid in getting a fast start. In my opinion,
{liere are no advantages in the use of the blocks. A runner can adjust
himself to the blocks and he will like to use them. If he is going to use
blocks, it will be necessary to have them placed a little farther behind the
starting line than if he were digging holes.

In teaching the start, it is important to get the runmer in a comfortable
position from which he can act. The position of the feet depends upon
the build of the man. As a general rule, the back of the front hole should
e the length of the runmer’s foot from the starting line. The position of
the back hole will be determined by the length of leg of the individual from
the knee to the ankle. I would recommend that the knee never be behind
the back of the front hole and not more than six inches in front of the
hole. The spread of the feet between the holes is determined by the width
of the man’s hips. By this, I mean that the knee of the back leg must be
directly below the hip and not at an angle, and the foot must be direetly
in line behind the knee. The knee of the front leg should be pointnig
straight ahead. This is necessary in order that the runner may get the
maximum power in the start. The holes should be dug so that they are
deep enough for the spikes to rest firmly in the ground. The back of the
holes should be cut out at a forty-five degree angle.

In going to the marks the runner must take care to have the feet placed
solidly in the backs of the holes. The arms are dropped like a plumb line
from the shoulders, elbows locked, and the thumb and first finger of each
hand should be parallel to the starting line. The fingers should be slightly
spread. Some sprinters prefer to keep the body back of the starting line
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TrE PurL-Up

When we speak of the bamboo pole doing all the work, the vaulter hangs
on to the pole and does not vault or attempt to jump as he leaves the ground.
As he goes into the pit from his take-off foot, the opposite leg from the
take-off is continued in the forward motion just as you do in running broad
jumps. The leg is continued, which instantly swings the hips up to and
past the bamboo pole, and the vaulter holds on to the pole in that position
with his arms somewhat flexed at the elbows. I do not like to have the
arms perfectly straight. He carries it in that position until the pole begins
to attain a perpendicular position. Now if you do that you must place the
standard toward the pit away from the vertical position of the pole when it
is not in position. We teach all of our vaulters that they must place the
standard some twelve or eighteen inches toward the pit and then hold on to
the pole until it is in a vertical position before they actually do their
pulling up. The more power that is put into the pull-up and the drive from
the pole, the higher the vaulter will go. Some of the boys have a tre-
mendous lift with the arms as they drive into that bamboo pole with their
body hanging on to it. They are like the monkey on the stick.

The coach must get at the start of the runway and watch his vaulter as
he goes into the take-off box, to be sure that the shift is made correctly, and
that he is not undershifting or overshifting. The coach must be at the
point just opposite the take-off and should be at a considerable distance
from the standard to watch the point of the take-off, to be sure that the
vaulter is not taking off too close or too far away from the straight vertical
line, as explained in the paragraph on the take-off. The coach must watch
the action of the opposite leg to be sure that it is continuing on as the
take-off is made. By all means, the coach must watch the position of the
body against the bamboo pole as the pole goes up in the air. At no time
must that pole be allowed to get away from close contact with the body.
Unless the pole is held tight in against the body, the vaulter is lost and
has no control of his body in the air. The vaulter must feel at all times
that he has perfect control of his body, and if he has that feeling, then he
is in a position to drive himself up. The point to emphasize, I am sure,
is the fact that the vaulter drives his feet straight up in the air instead of
letting them go out over the bar, trying to jump up or clear the bar.

QUESTION: If he keeps the pole away from his body will it spoil the
vault?

DEAN CROMWELL: Usually the fault lies in the shifting of the hands,
or it could be very easily caused by letting the opposite leg go towards
the left at the time the take-off is made. If the vaulter starts and swings
the opposite leg to the left instead of straight ahead, then he has immedi-
ately started the:motion you diagrammed. Be sure that the opposite leg
goes straight on instead of over to the left, because when he starts pulling
himself in the air his body is turned over on that side and he will go
across the bar with his body in a crooked position. In other words, he
does not have it under control.

QUESTION: Would the fact that so many of the boys get chafed along
the ribs cause them to keep the pole away from the body?

DEAN CROMWELL: If they had the proper point or take-off they
would not have badly chafed ribs due to contact with the pole.

QUESTION: Would it be too far or too close?

DEAN CROMWELL: Usually too close.

QUESTION: Too far to the left or too far to the right?

DEAN CROMWELL: There are some vaulters who have considerable
trouble in making the take-off in a straight line.

Suggestions on Track Construction

THE ARENA

e questionnaire brought out the following recommendations and prefer-
ices pertaining to the construction of an arena and track:

| The size of a track should be a full quarter mile, measuring twelve inches
{rom the pole.

I, livery coach stated a definite preference for a 220-yard straightaway and
i one-turn quarter mile.

\ The radius of the curve, judging from the replies, may be anywhere from
ninety-odd feet to one hundred and five. Most eoaches preferred a true
yemi-circle for the curve. Others, however, advised the use of two
curves. An illustration follows: Starting from the straight-away on each
side, forty-nine feet of the curve is upon a 100.95 foot radius. From that
point on the curve is a segment of a true circle with a radius of 95.5 feet..

The width of a straightaway ranged from 21 feet to 30 feet, with a ma-
jority recommending the 30-foot width. Wherever possible the 30-foot
or 31-foot width was preferred, because it eliminates the necessity of
running so many preliminary heats, especially in the hurdles and the

sprints.

_ The backstretch and turns ranged from as low as 12 feet to as high as
25 feet in width. Eighteen feet received the greatest number of votes.
[t is apparent, of course, that where the 220 yards must be run around
a turm, or the 440- or 880-yard relays are to be run in lanes, a minimum



width of 21 to 25 feet on the back stretch and the turns is advisable.

6. The matter of banking the track found one or two men favoring a slight
bank, but the majority opposed banking because even a slight bank has
a tendency to run surface water to the inner curb. In time, it was
pointed out, the constant drainage in toward the pole would result in
making the pole lanes heavier with clay or loam, and consequently hard
to handle in wet weather.

7. The curb, everyone recommended, should be of concrete, four inches
wide and the regulation height above the track, and deep enough to be
below the frost line. Several coaches suggested a preference for a curb
two or three inches higher than the surrounding level to keep out surface
water.

DRAINAGE

As to surface drainage, every track coach insisted upon plenty of catch-
basins along the edge of the oval and the outside edge of the outside curb
to prevent the water from the oval and outside of the field from flooding
the track and depositing silt.

Subsurface drainage was a question that brought out some interesting
suggestions. Some advised lateral drainage (drain tile, four to six feet,
in a bed of crushed stone or gravel below the rough fill of the track, and
emptying into a storm sewer just inside the inner curb). These lateral
drain lines to be spaced every 30 to 60 feet apart, with the bed of the track
sloped gently from both sides. Several coaches stood out for longitudinal
drainage, the tile running down the middle of the bed and emptying every
50 to 100 yards into a storm sewer. As in lateral drainage, these advocates
specified that the trackbed should slope toward the drain, and that the
drain should be laid in a bed of coarse cinders, crushed stone or gravel.
Every coach stressed strongly the necessity for thorough surface and sub-
surface drainage, and the inter-relationship of one with the other. It is,
of course, a fact that the lineness of a track depends upon the moisture
content. If anything, a well-built, deep cinder track is faster when quite
wet than when dry, provided the surface itself is not smeary or sticky.

A track may be said to resemble a temperamental person, and must be
treated as such. It takes observation, study and much puttering with sur-
face and watering to tease out of a track its best behavior. Since the
moisture content of the track is so vital, it should appear reasonable that
extremely thorough subsurface drainage is advisable. A surface that is too
dry can be hand-sprinkled, but a running bed that drains poorly is a sick
track and hard to cure. And so the general vote stood for a thorough
surface and subsurface drainage for the bed and surface of the track as
well as the oval and outer areas.

The question of drainage naturally brings up the matter of water mains for
sprinkling the field and the track. These, it is advised, should be many
and of ample capacity. The small water pipe is not only a waster of time,
but an aggravation. The main should be not less than four inches, and the
laterals should be well over an inch and an eighth.

Where new stadii or stands are being built, several coaches suggest that
water outlets be installed every 20 yards along the front edge of the stand.
This will permit the use of several hose at one time. The practice of placing
such outlets on the edge of the oval seemed to have many votes against it.

To the question of how to keep the track life, there were some very in-
teresting answers.

1. “Scrape with a flat scraper to level the holes, and roll daily.”

2. “Go over the track carefully with a brush or leveler, sprinkle lightly and
roll.  In extremely dry weather this may have to be done almost daily.”

3. “Liven up the track every year or two by putting on an eighth-inch film
of fine front-end cinders. Rake them in a bit and sprinkle and roll. This
is necessary because the top cinders lose their resiliency, and by becom-

Q.: On your belly roll, how do you handle your take-off leg over the
bar?

LES STEERS:

Well, first I use the western roll, where vou snap
up the second leg. I haven’t been able to get away from that. When
I go to the belly roll it still comes up there. When I first started out
I was using a jerking roll—I would turn my body to the left and start
going over on my stomach. My left leg would be in a bent position, and
then, as I started the roll I would snap it out straight. That is what
I used to do. But Bill went to work on that when I got up to Oregon,
and we found that if we could get it all in one motion—a roll instead of a
jerk—it would be much better. Now, as I roll, the left leg slowly goes out
straight and it all works together smoothly.

Q.: As you start your roll, that second leg straightens out and goes
on up. What do you do with your left arm?

LES STEERS: My left arm goes up with my right leg. That helps
to keep me from leaning too much. 1 swing my full arm, although
many jumpers just raise their shoulders to get the same action. I have
tried many different ways in the belly roll. In my best jumps my arm
is up above my head.

Q.: How do you keep your other (right) hand from hitting the bar?

LES STEERS: When I clear the bar with the right leg the right arm
goes over too.

Q.: Your right hand is sticking up in the air.

LES STEERS: Yes, I have that habit. If you have a really good
belly roll you land on your back. To off-set that I throw the right arm
up, and that throws the left hip into the bar. I am trying to get away
from that. The arm should shoot down and you should roll down over.

Q.: Have you ever had trouble in scraping the track with your right
foot as you swing through?

LES STEERS: Yes, especially if the take-off isn’t good. If there is
a little depression on my last step, with my long swing of the leg I’ll
hit the ground every time. But on the level take-off it doesn’t touch.

QUESTION: And if you were to compete from a little depression, would
you adjust by bending your right knee, or would you put it to the side?

LES STEERS: I had a good chance to try that out on an actual
take-off. The last step was about an inch and a half lower. I found T was
dragging the front spikes so I tried bending my right knee up just
enough to miss the ground.

Then, since it was
cold, I dido’t skip any of the heights. 1 started and jumped every height.

LLIES STEERS: I’'m not sure how mine works. I try to line up the body
widd head parallel to the bar, but I think my head is a little in front.

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My first leg goes over, and my left arm comes over, forward from above.
To do that, you have to have your head far enough over to allow for it. I'm
still far from perfect on this form of mine. For one thing, after my left
arm is up over my head, I keep shooting it through, and that shouldn’t
happen at all. That left arm should follow right on over, and you should
let it come down on the other side.

Q.: Do you compete in other events besides the high jump?

LES STEERS: Yes, I ran the hurdles a little hit, and threw the
javelin and shot and discus—but when the competition is stif I don’t do
that.

Q.: Do you have a tendency for the weight of your upper body to help
pull you over in the belly roll more than in the western jump?

LES STEERS: I don’t know whether my body goes over any sooner
or not.

Q.: I thought the upper part of the body might have a tendency to help
pull the leg over—the back leg over.

LES STEERS: I guess it was Gil Cruter who used that best. His
head and shoulders went about two feet down, while his left leg was over
the bar.

Q.: Sometimes he would straddle the bar, but when he got his head over
a little in advance, it seemed to lift the back leg right over.

LES STEERS: Bill has had me try that, but I haven’t been able to
work it out. I think Cruter was a lot more limber than I am. He seemed
to go over like a snake. He just kind of curled over.

Q.: I think the coaches would be interested in knowing how high you
can jump with the various styles—the scissors, the eastern, the straight
western, etc.

LES STEERS: I don’t do much jumping of the scissors. I tried it
several times to help get me up over my foot, and it helped me to get more
bounce. I have never tried it on height. I don’t suppose I could do more
than 6’. My best height in the western roll is 6’8%4”. On the eastern
I have been to 6.

Q.: You said that as you approached the bar you try to get the left arm
up so that it approaches a position over the head. In a series of pictures
I have seen you have your left arm curled at the side, with your hand
behind your back. Do you try to do that?

LES STEERS: That picture you saw was one that was taken at prac-
tice. That was just in a regular work-out where I was tryving different
ways of using the arm to make me roll farther. T tried it in the front
and the side and up. But that one jump was really one where I forced
it to get it back to see if it would roll over. However, I have never used
that in competition.

Q.: What do you do when you find that you are leaning toward the
bar too soon and are spoiling your jump?

LES STEERS: A lot of times you will find that your lead leg will
force you into that. You will find that when you are kicking up you
are not kicking straight, but with a swing motion across to the left. Then,
along with that, I concentrate on the left arm swing. When I am run-
ning a fory-five degree angle I will pick out one of the black and white
strips on the bar, and will run and kick right straight in the direction I
am running, at the same time swinging the left arm. Last Tuesday night,
when I got the first jump at 6’ 107, I picked out the spot on the bar, and let
her go—straight up.

Q.: Of course, you swing the right arm, too, at the time of the take-off.

LES STEERS: I think while you are actually swinging, the right arm
goes back. I think that is the natural movement. If your right leg is
forward, your right arm goes back. It swings around after I have left
the ground and finishes the kick.

Discus Tips

I'he following is a detailed account of a discussion on the discus throw

# lool at one of my competitors and then take a look at me. I think the

unly other thing that would make up for the difference between the large
amonnt of physical ability and the small amount would be just that much
more hard work, and I think that that is where coaches, if I am not mis-
tuleen, slip up, as far as the discus throwing event is concerned. I think
you can compare discus throwing techmique with the various other fields

ol coordination, such as ballet and trapeze artists. I just read the other
day where one man spent three years, one hour a day, in perfecting one
little simple trick on the trapeze, so it can be readily seen that we are not
spending enough time to learn the techmique of the discus throw. It is not
a simple event that you can get right out and do, but, as the history of the
event, and the records, show, it takes a lot of time over a long period of
yeurs before you perfect the coordination and timing that it takes to throw
the discus. The technique isn’t, in my opinion, as important as learning the
timing and coordination. I have seen discus throwers with what one might
cull @ good many faults in form, but who have thrown a long time, still get
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This business of faults in form, again, I think, is misunder-
stood by a good many coaches. I think there is more than one way of
“skinning a cat,” as the saying goes. I have watched some European
discus throwers, and I wondered how they could throw it as far as they
did, with the peculiar styles they used. Every man had a more or less
individual form. The very fact that you can throw the discus in so many
different ways, in my opinion, seems to show that there must be more than
one possible way of doing the thing and doing the thing right. Whatever
form the person uses, after a long period of time and concentration, he
develops the ability to coordinate and to time his body and his muscular
reactions to that perticular form. In my opinion, the secret lies in that,
rather than in the actual technique itself.

I will explain briefly my own style of discus throwing, and how I happen
to throw the discus that way. But I don’t want you to think that it is
the only right way to throw a discus. I see other fellows throwing, and
they can’t understand why I tell them not to throw it the way I do. As 1
tell them, they are built differently, and the things they do are more natural

good results.

for them. These fellows will get more by developing good timing and
balance in that particular position than they would in my position. Short
and tall individuals have different physical potentialities to rely on. For

instance, Cellius, from Greece, uses a very peculiar style. He weighed 145
pounds—I checked the metric weight with the English weight and I think
I am right—and threw the discus well over 160”. His style had to be far
different than that of the big Anderson who held the World’s Record and
was well over 6/ tall, but whose reaction time was much slower. Cellius
depended on his coordination and timing for a quick throw—all you could
see was a streak of light and it was gome. The way he developed that
particular speed was entirely different than the long pull used by Carpenter,
who had a long arm and a long body and who could get the discus way out
and pull it in front of him. Cellius had to use a swift circle. It is very
important that the discus have speed when it leaves your hand, I think a
fellow even lighter than myself could throw the thing still farther—over
160 feet anyway—if his timing and coordination were just right. I have
had throws well over that when they have been hit just right and when
the coordination and timing of speed were at their maximum when the
discus left my hand. When you get the thing started, it is easy to let it
go. It takes a bit of technique and coordination to get it started, but in-
creased speed comes through practice—so that you know what you are doing.
You must be able to do what you want to do in perfect balance and with
perfect ease—continually building up that speed.

I think the best way to go about explaining how I throw it would be to
consider that I am explainingg it to a young fellow, then I won’t omit
anything. I hope I won’t impose on any of you gentlemen’s intelligence
by explaining in such detail. The first thing for a young fellow to do is
to learn how to handle a discus. You will find that a great many fellows
who have been throwing the discus for years still are not conmtrolling the
discus. As the discus is thrown, it rotates clock-wise, and leaves the index
finger last. It is thrown fairly parallel to the ground, with a slight upward
tilt. I expect the best angle would be completely parallel, but it is im-
possible to throw it in the correct trajectory and still keep it parallel. The
1ift of the back and legs helps to keep it as near parallel as possible—just
like a toy glider or airplane. If I were teaching a young fellow, or a
fellow who hadn’t had a lot of experience, I would tell him to carry a discus
—to throw it in the air and try to make it sail and whirl perfectly—and to
do this until he had perfected the technique. Then he wouldn’t have to think
of that when he started to put all his force into the throw. You have to
learn to crawl before you can walk, and you have to learn to walk before
you can run. So, the first principle is to learn how to handle the discus.
The more the person does it, the easier the discus sails. You might have
a young fellow try to roll a discus. If he can roll a discus perfectly straight,

e will be able to do the same thing when he throws it in the air. I used
(1 practice rolling the discus by the hour, and the fellows would come up
e and say, “Can’t you throw it any more?”’ Well, anyway, that was
s ol my ideas, and maybe I got something out of it.

| (hlnk the next thing to learn, after learning how to handle the discus
il how to make it sail correctly in the air, is to get the proper body and
(i positions.  The best way to do this is to take it step by step, instead of
tylig to put it all together first. I think a person should take a good
duiiling position,. with his feet far enough apart so that he has the best
passible balance and control of his body weight. This all depends on the
“ee i the individual, the length of his legs, etc. The way to test this
Lalafice 18 to have someone try to push the individual around.

Another follow-through makes you lean aftc
the discus, whereas the reverse brings the body around into a circle, con
pleting a whirl.

Now, after the young prospect has learned to throw a good many throw:
from the standing position, I would start him out on walking throws—t
get the rhythm of his leg action. In doing that I would have him tak
one step with the right leg, pivot on the right foot, bring the left foot int
position, and then go into the throwing position I explained previously
Putting the whole thing together, he would stand with the discus in fron
of him, Greek style, bring the discus up in front, take a step forward or
the right foot, pivot on the right foot, facing around at right angles to th
direction he is throwing, bring the discus into throwing position, and take th(
throw. To that you can add one, two, three, or four steps. This will givc
the student a feeling of the rhythm. Then you might even try to get the
fellow to take a little hop, to get the feeling of more momentum. You hav
to learn how to use that momentum. You will find it is difficult to know
what your body is doing at that time. This is true, not only of a beginner
but of experienced discus throwers, and the experienced throwers always
begin the season in just this manner—by building up gradually and learning
how to control this speed. If you think it is just “being a freak” that get:
that discus out there, you are mistaken. It is just about as difficult at the
beginning of each season—there is very little carry-over. I have a dickens
of a time to hit 135 or 140 or 145 feet. Your timing, coordination, snap,
and speed all come by practice.

The next step would be a little hop, then taking a jump rather than a
walk, working up to it gradually. I think you will find a good many discus
throwers, if they are just learning how, throw it almost as far, if not farther,
with the hop as they do with a complete whirl.

After the young prospect has learned how to handle momentum, first
from the stand, the walk, the hop, and then a running hop, he has had
enough experience to go into the somewhat complicated whirl, or whirl-and.
drive combination that ends in a complete circle. From here I will try
to tell you what I mean by the complicated action across the circle. The
first thing that gives the person momentum in going across the circle is a
relaxed off-balance drive; even similar to that found in the shot-put, The
body weight tends to fall in the direction of the throw, and all the muscles
in the body are loose and relaxed. Then the actual physical work of the
muscles takes place, as far as driving is concerned, i.e., driving a moving
object. That is the secret of a good, fast drive—driving against a weight
that is falling. The first principle there, is to learn the straight line drive—
the same style that Kranz and Rothert used—which was a revolutionary
hing in discus throwing.

The results of fine coaching have been so apparent that an examinatiol
of intercollegiate records in 1921 and 1940 shows that not a single world'
record in the college ranks made in 1921 still existed in 1940. In my
opinion, this has been due to fine scientific coaching, great indoor facilitie
and an inbred love of a great sport.

In this time of national emergency, there is no sport that can contribut(
more to the future of our nation than track and field athletics. Due to th
marvelous mechanized period, we as a nation have grown away from walking
and running. A man’s physical fitness can be truly measured by his ability
to walk and run and jump. It is most important that we come back t
these basic sports, and the track coaches of America can contribute mucl
to their national defense by their skill in training men. There is no grouy
of coaches that know more about conditioning athletes and strengthening
their physical condition. It is a challenge to all of us that have loved this
great sport to do our bit, and by increased activities and encouragement to
the youth of our nation, retain the supremacy of physical condition with
which we have always prided ourselves.
