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ASHENFELTER WINS 1952 SULLIVAN AWARD

Horace Ashenfelter, of the New York A.C.,
whose record-breaking victory in the 3,000~
meter steeplechase provided one of the great
thrills of the last Olympics, is the 1952 winner
of the James E, Sullivan Memorial Trophy.

This award is presented annually, by the Ama=
teur Athletic Union of the United States, to the
“amateur athlete who, by performance, example
and good influence, did most to advance the
cause of good sportmanship during the year.”

In outsprinting the Russian favorite, Vladimir
Kasantsev, in the steeplechase, Ashenfelter ac=-
counted for one of the outstanding upsets of the
1952 Olympics. The United States had not won
an Olympic distance running title of any des-
cription since 1908 and Ashenfelter had been
conceded little chance. His time of 8:45.4 was
the fastest ever recorded for the obstacle test.
