National Collegiate Championships

I'he big push was on for places in the United States Olympic Trials, and the
reault was ten National Collegiate championship meet records broken, one tied,
and fwelve stadium records shattered at California’s Edwards Stadium.

l.ed by sprinter Charley Tidwell, javelin thrower Bill Alley and 400-meter
hurdler Cliff Cushman, Kansas l(tﬁ.lnt’d its team title handllv as Southern California
lailed by a wide margin in its “return to competition” attempt to dethrone the
defending Jayhawkers. .

Tidwell, the meet’s only double winner, sprinted to victory in the 100 and
200-meter dashes, winning five of the six races he ran in the two-day meet. The
defending 1()0 v'ud dash champion clocked 10.4, 10.3 and 10.2 in his three 100 races
and 21.4, 21.2 and 20.8 in his trio of meter fmlong races. Tidwell’s 10.2 in the
100 final L‘(jll(llled the meet record.

ITerculean Bill Alley took only five of his allotted seven javelin throws and heaved
three over 264 feet. His longest sailed 268-9 for a meet record.

Cushman paced himself beautifully, clocking 51.9 in two preliminary races, and
then completely outdistanced the field in winning the finale in 50.8.

Kansas tallied 50 points in this meet and the Trojans placed second with 37,
‘0 of which came on Dallas long’s 61-9 meet record-breaking shot put performance
and Luther Hayes’ 50-11%; hop, step and jump meet record.

The most exciting race was George Kerr’s successful defense of his 800-meter
fitle. l\en running behind Stanford’s Ernie Cunliffe and slightly ahead of Cali-
fornia’s Jm ry Siebert, outlasted the former and outkicked the latter. Cunliffe hit
the quarter in 52 seconds flat and then opened up with a blistering third 200 in an
attempt to burn the famed kick out of Kerr and his nemesis Siebert. He failed,
hut still ran 1:47.6 for third place with Siebert, looking for just a moment like
hie could take Kerr in the final straightaway, placing second in 1:46.9. Kerr’s winning
I 16,4 was a new National Collegiate record as well as a meet and stadium mark.

Yale’s Jim Stack clocked 1 :48.4 for fourth, followed by Joe Mullins of Nebraska,
| 18,6, and Lee Martin, Morgan State, 1:48.7, in what must have been the fastest
collegiate 800-meter field ever.

The meet’s biggest surprise came in the 400-meter dash, as the name runners
liiled, for the most part, to gain the finals. Pre-meet choices Ollan Cassell, Earl
Young, Dave Mills and Willie Atterberry all failed in their semi-final heats
I"owerful Ted Woods showed why, however, when he sprinted the first 200 in
the final and muscled home in 45.7, a new meet record and one-tenth off the
collegiate record. Cal Poly’s Vic Hall placed second in 46.1, followed by North
Carolina College’s Walt Johnson, Central Michigan’s Dave Myers and Dick Edmunds
ol Princeton. Only Jack Yerman of California, among the more famous quarter-
milers, scored, placing sixth in 46.8.

I‘avorites came through in fine form for the most part, but another exception
wis UJ.C.ILLA’s Jim Johnson and his 110-meter high hurdle win. The younger
hrother of decathalon star Rafer had never clocked better than 14.2 and had run
hehind teammate Bill Wells until the latter was injured late in the season. Johnson
won his heats in 14.1 and 13.9 and then held on to edge fast-finishing Dave Odegard,
Minnesota’s Big Ten champion, in 14.0.

Oregon’s brilliant sophomore Dyrol Burleson, forsaking his usual “come-from-
hehind” style, took command of the 1500-meter race midway and won by better than
15 yards in meet record-time of 3 :44.2. A pair of U.C.L.A. Bruins finished secon
and third. Bob Holland beat sophomore teammate Milford Dahl, 3:47.5 to 3:47.9.
Dahl had never previously broken 4 :10 in the mile.

BBoston University made the most of its two entries, John Thomas, the phenomenal
sophomore, and John Lawlor, the veteran ex-Dublin policeman. Thomas soared 7-
for {he 28th time to establish a meet record in the high jump, and Lawlor whipped
the hammer 209-2 to break his own meet mark.

All told, four sophomores cracked meet standards, the fourth being San Jose

State’s Charlie Clark in the 3000-meter steeplechase. Clark, despite falling at the
last water jump, finished in 9:02.1—fourteen seconds under the meet record.

Al Lawrence, the methodical little Australian, led teammate Pat Clohessy to the
tape in the 5000-meter run to give Houston a one-two in that event. Lawrence timed
14 :19.8 for still another meet record.

Five of seven meet champions defended titles successfully. San Jose State’s
Errol Williams, co-champion in the high jump last year, could do no better than
a tie for third place, although he jumped 6-8. Houston’s John Macy, running just
three seconds slower than he did last year to win the steeplechase, finished fifth as
Clark set a torrid pace.

J. D. Martin moved the pole vault title from Oklahoma State to Oklahoma. After
nearly five hours the field was whittled down to eight men over 14-6. Only Martin,
a consistent fifteen-foot vaulter, was able to clear 14-9, and he could do no better,
failing three times at fifteen feet.

Probably the finest pressure performance came in the broad jump where Ralph
Boston, the NAIA champion from Tennessee A&I, edged Henk Visser on his final
jump by just one-half inch, with 25-534.

Missouri’s Dick Cochran retained his discus championship with a stadium record
of 188-314. Cochran had two throws over 184 feet.

Another notable performer was Morgan State’s Paul Winder, one of the East’s
outstanding indoor sprinters, who, it had been said, was great up to 60 yards,
but in trouble at anything longer. Winder placed second to Tidwell in the 100-meter
final, but beat the great Kansan in the semi-finals, running 10.2 to equal the meet
record. Winder also equalled Tidwell’s best time of 20.8 in his 200 semi-final, but
had to settle for third in the final.
