CTN: Have you put on any weight this
year over last year'? •

Kurrasch: My freshman year I weighed
217 pounds, as a sophomore 212, a junior
203, and this year I am up to 245 pounds.

CTN: What about any special diet'?
Kurrasch: I eat steak almost every day.

I take a vitamin supplement which makes
up for any 'vitamin deficiency my body
might have. When I need to gain weight
I'll take 2 protein milk shakes per day .
These consist of 2 cups of juice, 1 cup of
protein powder, a large scoop of ice milk, 1
egg, and honey. When you take these
shakes while being on a heavy lifting
program the weight and strength gain is
fantastic.

CTN: Have you given any. thought to
where you might like to go to college next
year?

Kurrasch: Out of the long list of schools
I have been recruited by I have been most
impressed by Cal Berkeley, Arizona State,
UCLA, Stanford, Kansas, UTEP, and
University of Arizona.

Competition is a great part of
success; without it there is nothing to
directly push you.

. CTN: Coach Hailey, with all of the shot·
put success at Newport Harbor you must
be doing something right. What is it?

Hailey: Our shot put success started

with the, beginning of the Jim Hemsley
coaching era in 1967. Since he took over
the shot putters at Newport Harbor we
have never had a putter under 55 feet.
Our really great ones started with Mark
Stevens in 1970 who put 58-7 and the next
year increased it to 67-21/4. Terry
Albritton then came along from a 65 footer
to 67-9 in 1972 and _in 1973 came Jim
Neidhart's 69-3%. Last year Skip Franklin
put 58-5 and now this year we have Dave
Kurraschwho has already put 64-11
indoors.

CTN: How did Dave happen to end up
at Newport Harbor when he had
previously been attending Santa Ana
High School?

Hailey: Dave's mother works at the
Ford Philc_oPlant in Newport Beach. They

. made the move so she could be nearer to
her work. We were very ghid to have such
a fine athlete transfer into our. school
district. Dave is quite a young man and
has already taken steps toward the
leadership of our track team for 1975.

CTN: Dave, how do you feel about the
move? .

Kurrasch: The coaching staff at
Newport is fantastic. The coaches will
listen to the athlete's point of view
regarding technique and training. Much of
my workout has been a combination of my
personal ideas and coach Hailey's. In order
for an athlete to be a champion the
player/coach relationship must be a good
one. At Newport this relationship is
super.
