It was with thesa feelings plus a sense
of hopelessness for mankind, that | took the
family to the first Fresno Fair Children's 1K
Footraces. This was during the time of the ni-
ots. We all wondered if the kids races would
be cancelled, as other athletic events in
town and around the state had bean,

It was in these children's footraces that
my friend Victor Salazar pointed out that
there is hope for humans to be able to get
along. He observed that our children, hun-
dreds of them from all races hadn't yet
leamed prejudice and hate. We watched

youngsters side-by-side enjoying the run to-
gether and having fun together. Thare was
joy, happiness and peace among all those
children coming together to participate in this
event. | am proud to be part of such a spont
that provides this type of brotherhood among
all who toe the starting line..

In the midst of one of the darkest times |
can remember, | saw a ray of light. Even
though people around the state ‘were acting
out hate and violence, there was hope. Hope
in the children. Hope in our kids, who haven't
yet leamed to hate. What are wa teaching
them? What are they leaming from us? Thay
will leam from us by our words and deeds.
Perhaps we should first leam a lnaon in
brotharhood from them.

My prayer is that wa, &s rnla-modals
can demonstrate love and paace for all peo-
ple. This could preserva the spirit of brother-
hood | observed at the children's’ races.

There was relatively little track action re-
ported the past weekend.
