His specialtics are sprinting and broad
jumping. During thc summer he handlcs an AAU team, the Tonneossce
State Club, with girls 1 and over, and in school the Univ. squad
competes in the Southeastern AsU Confercnce with girls 17 and over,
During the summor rclays Templo keeps a sharp eye for talent, He
looks for high school girls who can run with his older girls and learn
the fundamentals and hils systom, Each summcr dozens of young hopefuls
pay their own way to Nashville to try out for the team, Hc has no
athletic scholarships, but uses eight work aids--a program involving
pay for two hours work a day.

RUSSIAN SPORTS PROGRAM was analyzed by AP writer Sterling Slappey.
Almost 60 por cont of the 200 million Russians participate in at least
one sport., Officials say the only rcasons Russia is not now dominating
the U.8, and other natlons aroc the noeds for more time to prepare, for
more sports grounds and installations, ond for more qualificd coaches
to "train and discipline the masses proporly,” Time will take care of
that, 4 vigorous program to construct morc facllitics is well unders
way, Therc now arc 156 schools devoted solely to preparing additional
coaches, trainers and teachers, During the first six months of this
yoar more than 7000 new sports clubs werc formed in the Russian part
of the Sovict Union alone, Suring the same period 700,000 physical
culturists were added to the program, The chalirman of thoe all-union
sports committce has status cquivalent to cabinct rank,

Five or six yoars ago the Russians wore little rcgarded as
athletes, Now thoy hold world champlonships in ice hockey, gymnastics,
weight-1ifting, wrestling, volleyball, chess, skiing, shooting, skat-
ing and modern pentathlon. The Communist Party, tightly interlocked
with both thc sports committee and the athlotes themselves, takes a
great amount of crcdlt., Last year badges were awarded by the govern=
ment to 3% million youngsters for meeting sot standards, Of the 922l
men and women competing in the Spartakiad, UL35 arc membors of the youn
communist lcaguo, 61 arc full party membors,

The Spartakiad participants were the survivors of a year-long
series of climinations involving 17 million athletes from the 15
republics, Of the ncarly 10,000 qualificrs less than 3000 arc college
or high school youngstecrs, The great bulk of them are so-called
employees, ranking abovc what the Russians call Workers. This group
numbors over 3000, Thore are 1800 workers, 1100 service personncl,
and anothcor 1200 who work directly for Russian government bureaus,
