Army,Germony: "Theyt!re still talking aboutb
the thrce 10,1s, Pcople -all over 3Scandinavia kept asking me if I be-
lieve the -tines arc accuratc, When T tcll them I witnessed all thres
races, and that therc is no doubt whatsocver in my mind rogarding tho
reliability of the clocking thoy are incrcdulous, Apparently their
minds can!t function on such a fecat being possible, Onc 10,1 at first
secms amazing and thrcc in as many days sccms astonishing on first
thought, but actually aftcr considerstion you begin to wonder, Why
not? L49,5 is a fantastic time for [J00 hurdles, yet I think theytll go
as fast as 118.5 and maybc within a few yoars,

"Frank McBride and I argucd thc race for an hour onc night, He
claimed that Williec had beatcn Ira out and I said otherwise, We finally
came to agreemont that Willie did got out of the blocks first, but Ira
rccovered so fast thot by 15 mctors he was out in front, then Willic
picked him off about half way with Ira closing the gap at thce Linish
line, But all this is water under thc bridge, and Morrow probably is
running 10,0 somewhcre,

"Lauerts 13,9 scems doubtful to me because Steines ran 14,0 in
the samc race, and ho docsn't seem that good, Germar will be tough
in the sprints. It wouldn't surprise mc to scoe him in the top three
in the 100 {maybe 2nd bchind Morrow) at Mclbourne, and he should make
the finals in the 200 also. Haag, outsidc of his win in the Gorman
Chs., hasn't bcen too great, Some of the athletes tc¢ll me he hasn't
been training too hard,

"My dark horse pick for the Olympic 1500 all along has bcen
Siegfried Herrmann, bubt now I understand hc¢ has his foct in casts, A
lot of the Gorman runners havce had leg miserics--Futtercr, Brenncr and
Iueg for cxample, The most consistont of the German runncrs is the old
distance great, Herbert Schade. Hce's turncd in some great 10,000s and
should make the first six at Melbourne, Hc could cven conceivably win
but only if thec pacc is slow. My personal pick is Stephens, merely
bccause he'!'s running on his home ground,

"Rintcenpaa lookcd magnificent running 8:1.7 against Sweden, so
I'm putting my money on him for Mclbourne, Of coursc I haven't seen
the Hungarians or the Russians, Chromik (and I) were all sct to nun a
stecplecchase at Coponhagen, but the promotcr made him run 5000 instead
so he would pull the Danc Thorgcrson to a ncw Danish record, which he
had already broksn twice this year, Chromik was quite unhappy over
this since hc wanted to attempt a ncw world's rocord in the steceple=
chase,

NOTED WITH INTIREST

ADOLFO CONSOLINI "was first discovercd in Verona, the rcnowned
city OF Romco and Judlict" says Dr.Glovanni Breora., "This modern Hercu-
les went to Verona to take part in a tamburclla tournament (a rustic
form of tennis) in the spring of 1937 and was picked out by trainer
Bovi to try his skill in the stadium, In spitc of his lack of know=
ledge of athletics, he was tried out in scvoral forms of sport, from
jumping to javelin throwing and wcightlifting. Finally, thc discus was
put into his toil-worn, horny hands, and thc pecasant from Costermanoc
established a rccord for Vcrona of 111-7, Adolfots aspirations gave
rise to much uncasiness at homo when his family came to locarn of it,
They werc farmers, For thom, goodncss camc only from the carth; and
aspirations beyond that spclt ruin and disastcr, 0ld man Consolini
raved that he had to omploy five men to takc the place of his Hor-
culcan son, but all in vain, Adolfo's mind was made up, and he won
the Italian Championship at Florcnce in 1937, establishing a new mark
of 1h6-11, This fcat drow the attontion of Giorgio Obcrweger, him-
self a discus star,who pointed Consolini out to American trainer Boyd
Comstock, 'Hc is a 55 moter mant was Comstock!s instant opinion,"

NEW JAVELIN STYLE has beon invonted by the Spanish., On Oct, 12
Felix Brrausquin threw 273-6, and on Oct, 1l Miguel de la Quadra
Salcodo rcached 2li5-lL, Under the new systcm the throwers whirl three
times along a distancc of about six paccs before letting the javelin
fly out of their honds, Bach had a pail of soapy water on hand so the
spear would slip casily from his hands, Somctimes the javelin went
sailing way out in front; other times it wont whirling off to the side
endangering spectators, and sometimcs 1t Just skittered along the
ground 10 or 20 yards. PForcign obsgervers predicted that this combina-
tion discus=-javclin stylc probably will be outlawed because of danger
to spcctators, unless 1t can bc controlled, Errausquin, who is L9,
and onc of his compatriots will competc at Mclbourne with the now
style., Hc says that good javclinists could throw 120 mcters (almost
394 fect) if thoy uscd his form, which originated from the Spanish
"pbarra", an implement thrown during folklore ovonts in thc Basquo
rcgion,
