EMBREE HELWIG, AND ATTLESEY CHOSEN TRACK AND FIELD ATHLETES OF YEAR FOR 1946

Mel Embree,'versatile Los Angeles City College athlete, who paced the Cubs
to the National J.C. track title by scoring three firsts, was•chosen Southern
California J.C. trackman of 1946 by the members of the All-Southern California
Board of Athletics, which is sponsored by Helms Athletic Foundation.

The Board is composed'of writers of Southern California "newspapers,
including: Ralph Alexander, L.A. Examiner; "Hugh Pinnoy, L. A, Herald-Express;
Mory Kapp, L. A. Daily News; John de la Vega, L. A. Times; Bob Hoenig,
Hollywood Citizen News; and Bill Schroeder, Helms Athletic Foundation.

The lanky Los'^ngeles thinelad also grabbed a trio of firsts in the
Metropolitan finals, was a member of thrEe poiiYb-garnoring baton teams at
the Fresno Relays, in which the Cubs were team champions, and was a consistent
double or triple winnEr in almost every met. His best tinea were: 10.1 for
the 100 yard dash; 22.2.'. for the furlong; and 6» 3^" in the high jump.

(GIF) Track
Athlete of the Year. Helwig established a new prep record with a prodigious
heave of 59' 5 7/8H, shattering De Witt Coulter's existing mark. Ho also
set a world's record with'tho 16 1b. ball, tossing it 50* 8W to shatter the
old mark by almost 3 feet. ' '

Dick Attlcsey, Bell High's undefeated nigh hurdler, was choson L. A. City
High School Athlete of 1946. Attlosey cracked the 39-in. barrier record in
the City me3t, skimming tho ISO's inl4«S.,. Ha also excelled in the low
hurdles, having a best time of 19.8 , and brand jumped 21* 11".
