It looked indeed as if San-
din was in command going Into the
final turn with a seven-yard bulge.
But Messer, with an advantage in
sheer speed, jumped the Scot vet-
eran in the run for the tape and
pulled away by nearly 10 yards.

The' winning time was Northern
California’s best this year, Unfor-
tunately, nor one got Sandin’s sec-
ond-place mark, but it almost
certainly was below 1:58.

McNutt never was troubled in
the our-lapper, although Carlmont's
young sophomore Mike McCann
hung on for awhile and clocked a
brilliant 4:26.1. Lanky Dennis Hef-
ner, in third place, became the
first Sequoia miler in 50 years to
break #4:40 with a school record
4: 35.6.

Other Sequoia come-throughs in-
cluded a superb 49.0 quarter-mile
by hard-working Bill Johnson and
a 51-9% shot put by gridder Mike
Baird that stood up from Tues-
day’s trials for first place.
