“When you get the best
nine kids together in the
State meet,” admits Long,
“look out. Anything can hap-
pen. We feel around 18 points
can win, though, and that’s
what we’ll be shooting for.”

Brown has the state’s best
time in the 440 and 880, an
unprecedented double for a
prep. Inlast Saturday’s Cent-
tral Coast section finals,
Brown won the 880 in 1:50.7
and 20 minutes later came
back to win the 440 in 47.1
These marks represent a na-
tional high school record for
a double of this kind.

Forty minutes later, Brown
was back on the track fo an-
chor Los Altos’ mile-relay
team. He ran a 46.5 leg as

In the State Meet, Brown
will have nearly an hour be-
tween each event. He’s used
to being rushed, however. In
the league finals, he had only
16 minutes rest when he ran |
1:51.7 and 47.3.

Meanwhile,, consistent
weightman Adams was win-
ning the shot put and discus.
He is the national discus
leader with a throw of 201-0,
only the second prep in histo-
Ty to exceed 200-feet, In fact,
Adams owns six of the top 10
discus distances. In the shot
he is always over 60-feet,
with a practice best of
64-feet.

Figuring the meet conserv-
atively, here’s the way Long
sees it for a Los Altos win.
Adams wins the discus for
six points and takes fourth in
the shot for another two. In
the 880, Brown takes second
for another four, and he and
Jim Andrew manage fo score

! three points between them in

the 440. In the mile-relay,
Los Altos takes second. That
totals 19 points,certainly
enough for the championship.
“Of course,” explains
Long, “we’ve also figured it
the other way with us scoring |
29 or 30 points; that’s dream-
mg, I think, If we were to
win the 440, 880, mile-relay
and discus, however that
would give us 24 puints. But
there are many fine teams
and indivuals in the meet
that will be splitting points,
so anything can happen.”
