Following the 1970 National AAU Championships, it became apparent to those in­
terested in continuing the strong support of track and field that the fine clay-brick
(and supplemented later with volcanic ash) track was being passed by with the in­
stallation of synthetic surfaces.

vVith more international competition being held on the all-weather tracks, commu­
nity representatives approached the Board of Trustees of the Kern Community College
District, which owns Memorial Stadium, and asked if the Board would consider the in­
stallation of a new surface.

MEDA

After considerable review, the Board advised the committee that it could justify
one-half of the cost of a new surface in savings of manpower, over-time, materials and
equipment over a five-year period. With this in mind, the committee went out and
secured underwriters to financially support the rest of the cost and a new Tartan sur­
face was first used on the night of May 15, 1971, at the Bakersfield Track Dedication
Classic.

AWAR

Boasting nine 48-inch wide lanes, a 155-foot pole v~ult runway, a 175-foot long
jump-triple jump runway and a 50-foot high jump fan, all of Tartan, the new surface
went into action with resounding effects.

Seldom-run metric races were the basic events in the Dedication Classic. Jim Kemp
lowered his own 32.8 American record for 300 meters to 32.1. University of California
Freshman Rick Brown eclipsed Tom Farrell's 600 meter mark of 1:16.5 with a 1:16.2
performance. Farrell's record had been set during the Olympic training period at South
Lake Tahoe in 1968.

The topper came when veteran George Young whipped a strong 5000 meter field
which included Frank Shorter and Jack Bachelor and set a new American record of
13.32.2. Supporters of the new track were jubilant over the fact that fast times were
recorded in short and long distance events even though the Tartan track was relatively
fresh and is noted for improvement with age.
