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Voting continues today 
in A.S. run~off election 
Polls will be open from 9 a.m. 

through 3 p.m. today at Aztec 
Center and on the Love Library 
quad for the final day of voting in 
the resumed Associated Students 
run-off elections. 

The offices of A.S. president and 
vice president will be decided by 
the voting, the run-off having been 
necessitated when none of the 
candidates in the two races 
received a majority of the votes 
cast in the A.S. General Elections 
April, 12 and 13. 

Candidl:\tes for president are 
Barbie McCully and Jeff Robin­
son; for vice president Calvin 
Robinson and Barbara Rustad. 

'rhe run-off was originally 
scheduled for 9 a.m. through 3 p.m. 
and 6 p.m. through 8 p.m. April 19, 
at 9 a.m. through 3 p.m. April 20. 
The Council, however, at their 
afternoon mceting on April 19 
invalidated the April 12 and 13 
elections, discontinued the run­
offs, and scheduled new elections 
b~ca~se of numerous alleged 
VIOlatIOns of the A.S. Election 
Code. 

Response to the Council action 
came in the form.of a petition for a 
student l'eferendum on the 
question of whether the elections 
shOllld have been thrown out. The 
petition, had several hundred 
signatures more than the fiv~ per' 
cent of, the student body 0,284 
signatures) required to force the 
issue into student vote, the 
referendum was held on May 3. 

The results of the referendum 
reversed Council's action 988 of 
the approximately 1,300' ~tudents 
voti~g in the' refer~ndum thereby 
forCing the re·vahdation of the 
original election results and the 
completion of the interrupted run­
off, and prohibiting any more A.S. 
elections after the run-offs. 

The ballots from the first day of 
run-off voting, numbering about 
1,200, .have been saved, according 
to J1In Gruber, engineering 
representative ·to the Council and 
co-commissioner of elections. 

Polls we,re open last night in ad· 
ditiop to today's balloting, since 
the approved referendum 
legislation called for the com· 
pletion 'of th~ run·off, originally 
scheduled for day and night 
balloting April 19 ahd dav only 
April 20. • 

Gruber said one of the main 
problems in the eledions will be 
students whG can't remember 
whether they voted on the first day 
of the interntpted run-off. He said 
the number 17 was crossed off on 
the backs of the studcnt I.D. cards 
of those students who voted in the 
nIn-ofr. 

Gruber said he expects at least 
as many people to vote today as 
voted 011 the first day oC run~off 
balloting. "I've tallted to a,lot of 
students in l'ecent weeks and I 
think a lot of them wallt to be heard 
in light of recent campus events 
the, elections provide a way to b~ 
heard."

NLF flag flies 

Demonstrators march again

About 500 demonstrators protested the escalation of 
United Stales involvement in Vietnam yesterday at a 
rally at 11 a.m. on thesteps of the Administration 
Building. After a series of short speechcs by various 
activists, a march'took place in which students and 
faculty members joined hands and walked single file 
around camous. 

The marchers, led by a woman beating a snare 
drum, joined hands and filed around campus for 
nearly an hour. The march proceeded from the Ad­
ministration Building to Aztec Center, and then back 
through East Commons. All the while, demonstrators 
chanted such slogans as "Power to the people!" and 
"Ho, Ho, HoChlMinh, NLF is going towin!" 

From East Commons, the marchers moved west to 
the Social Science building and through the first floor 
hallway. Some demonstrators called to students in 
classes to join them. 

When the marchers left the building, they returned 
to the Administration Building steps, where many of 
them lay down to protest the killing, past and 
present, of the Vietnamese conflict. 

At the rally, speakers charged the Nixon 
Administration with lying to th~ American people 
about the success of "Vietnamization", and 
questioned the real motives behind U.S. involvement 
in Indochina. 

"What does Nixon mean when he says 'we'll get 
out'? ," asked one speaker. "Move to bases in coun, 
tries surroun~ing Vietnam?" , ' , 

Another speaker maintained that the Provisional 
Revolutionary Government, is the legitimate 
government in South Vietnam today. She accused the 
pr~ss in this country of not even informing the 
American people of the existence of the PRG which, 

she said, is composed of people from all walks of life 
in Vietnam. 

"The U.S., not the National Liberation Front, is the 
real 'international outlaw', said one speaker, 
referring to President Nixon's term for the Viet 
Congo "We must stop talking and do things. We must 
shut·down business-as·usual around this country." 

The flag of the National Libcration Front in Viet­
nam waved temporarily over the campus ycsterday 
as part of the peaceful demonstration conducted to 
express sludents' sentiment against the Vietnam 
war. 

A disagreement arose among the students who 
raised th? fla~ when it was feared that people op­
posed to Its display would tear it down. 

A vote was conducted among the 500 demonstratol's 
to determine their collective sentiment about the 
matter. Jerry Farber, professor of comparative 
literature explained that some felt that flag should 
remain and they should 110t surrender to those who 
might be opposed to their feelings. 

"Some feel that we should take the flag down now 
because it will come down sooner or later. If we do it, 
we can use tllC flag again," Farber said. 

"You're getting hung up over a symbol," he added 
later. 

As the flag was raised, the group began to sing 
"Give peace a chance. It A cheer and peace signs were 
given when the flag reached the top of the flagpole 

At that point, a student walked up to the pole and 
attempted to lower the NLF symbol. He met with 110 
rea) opposition and was hastened out of the crowd by 
Shuf Swift, assistant to the dean of students. 

While the flag still waved, one student explained 
what each part of it symbolized."> ,
