
Fall registration will be based on units·completed

SDSU student registra tion 
sch'eduJes for Fall Semester 
classes will be determined under a 
new units-completed system. 
according to Kathie Ross. assistant 
to the dean of admissions. 

The' new plan will replace the 
priority numbers system in which 
a student 's registr~ tion time is 

based upon the length of time he 
has attended classes here. 

Ross said the new plan addresses 
itself to the fairest and most honest 
way for a student to register. The 
present system anows students to 
obtain classes based only on their 
seniority, she said. 

"There are definitely going to be 
some high seniority students 
registering at a later time than a 

year ago," said Ross. 
The number' of units counted 

toward registration will be based 
upon work completed as of the Fall 
Semester 1974 and work in 
progress for thp Spring Semester 
1975. 

Ross said uni ts for summer 
courses will not be counted 
towards registration schedules 
until the following Spring Semester

love library searches not illegal

It is doubUul that the Love 
Library inspecttons constitute an 
illegal or unreasonable search in 
violation of a student's con­
stitutional rights, according to a 
Legal Services counselor. 

JOM Goldstein, a third yel:\r law 
student at the University of San 
Diego and SDSU Legal Services 
adviser, said the constitutional 
protection against illegal searches 
and seizures under the Fourth 
Amendment only applies to those 
searches or seizures conducted by 
police officers. . 

He said there is no way that 
searches conducted by . student 
assistants could be taken as a 
violation of constitutional rights. 

The best remedy a student would 
have, if he was opposed to the 
inspectio~, would be to seek a 
court restraining order for in­
vasion of privacy, said Goldstein. 

He said he doubted that the court 
would decide in favor of the 
student, however, 

Goldstein said one of the primary 
questions is whether the search is 
reasonable. 

"I'd say what theydo is legal as 
long as they keep the search 
limited to areas where books could 
be located." he said. 

Goldstein said that the 
reasonableness of these searches 
would probably be derived from 
the fact that books are missing and 
that only persons with brief cases 
or articles that could conceal 
library materials are checked. , 

Goldstein said the sam~ type of 
inspections are conducted at the 
County Law Library and the usn 
Law Library because too many 
books would be lost, if they were 
not checked. 

Louis Marriott, SDSU circula tion 
librarian, said she is in the process 
of having a proposal drawn up for 
the installation of an electronic 
book detection system that would 

Help sought 
in search

replace the student inspection 
method. 

The system is a means of in­
visibly labeling books with a small 
strip of magnetic tape that .is 
detected by a scanning device, 
located at the exit of the Library. 

It is a free circulation system 
that allows a student checking a 
book out to have it desensitized, 
enabling him to take it in and out of 
the Library as often as he likes 
without setting off a detection 
system alarm. 

A book is resensitized upon being 
returned and will sound an alarm, 
if any attempt is made to remove it 
.from the Library without going 
thr~gh the check out procedure. 

"I think the system is the. only 
answer because we can't ef­
fectively stop the loss of library 
materials with inspections," she 
said. "Now we see the funds are a 
necessity and we just have to find 
them someplace." 

Marriott said according to a 1973 
estimate, the minimum cost of the 
system would be about $67,850 
including installation, but inflation 
has proba bly increased tha t 
amount. 

Sh.e said it will not be known for 
certain if the system can be pur­
chased, until funds for the next 
fiscal year are allocated in July. 

Grossmont College has had a 
similar detection system for 
about a year 

Larry Shlrwood. Grossmont 
College librarian, said he has not 
had as many complaints about the 
detection device as he used to 
receive about search policies. 

(spring of 1976 for this summer's 
courses) because there is not 
enough time to process this work 
before mailing registration per­
mits. 

Graduate students wiD register 
first. The number of units they 
have completed sinc'e receiving a 
bachelor's degree will determine 
their registration priority within 
the graduate program. 

Undergraduate students are 
scheduled for registration ac­
cording to the total number of units 
they have successfully completed 
in their baccalaureate program. 

Ross said all students should 
receive 8 permit to register in the 
mail within a few weeks which wiJI 
indicate units completed. They will 
also receive policy changes. 

A student will be able to deter­
mine his registration time by 
matching his total units completed. 
excluding this summer's units, 
with the time table in his fa)) class 

schedule. 
New students will be Issued 

conventional priority numbers but 
their registration times will not be 
based upon them. she said. 

Ross said the priority number 
system will be kept up to date as 
insurance, providing the option of 
using the old system, if it becomes 
necessary. 

Evening students, who may have 
high seniority, should not have 
much additional difficulty ob­
taining their classes, Ross said, 
because most of these students are 
probably into their upper division 
work. Evening students in 
graduate programs will register 
before any of the undergradua te 
students, she said. 

"The staff, faculty and ad­
ministrators seem to be optimistic 
and enthusiastic about this im­
proved method of registration," 
said Ross. '" think this wiJI benefit 
the students." 

Hayden says Vietnam 
liberation to be feted

"We are here to celebrate the 

libera tion of South Vietnam," Tom 
Hayden told a group of about 300 
people in the Women's Gym 
Sunday night. 

"We are living through a period 
that I am sure in the future will be 
thought of as one of the most 
triumphant periods in the history 
of the human spirit," Hayden said. 

"What has happened is going to 
be hard for a Jot of people to face, 
but it can be put into a few simple 
words. That is, Indochina and 
Vietnam have not fallen but they 
have risen. 

"Those that have fallen deserved 
to fall. The bloodbath that people 
see as beginning is actually coming 
to an end." 

Hayden told the audience that 
they should be very happy about 
the liberation of South Vietnam but 
that perhaps the celebration should 
be postponed until all ideals have 
been realized. He reminded the 
audience that it was on that date 
five years ago that the tragedy at 
Kent State occurred. 

Preceding his talk Hayden 
showed the 1974 film which was 
made while he and wife, Jane 
Fonda, were in North Vietnam. 
The film was entitled. "Introduc­
tion to the Enemy". Hayden nar­
rated the film due to the faulty 
sound system. 

The film depicted the North 
Vietnamese as human beings 
caught up in a war with an im­
perialistic power. 

"For the last 20 years it has been 
the American policy to create 
refugees," Hayden said. "The 
policy was to do anything to get the 

people away from the 
revolutionary armed forces and 
bring them to a consumer society 
where they would fit American 
ideals. " 

He said that the refugees coming 
to this country now are not the 
poor, humble people of Vietnam, 
but they are the privileged class 
who lost the war. Many are those 
who killed other Vietnamese 
and who would now fear for their 
lives if they were to remain in 
Vietnam. 

"The refugees wiii cause 
potentia) problems in terms of 
impact .on unemployment and 
readj ustment," Hayden said. 

"But more importantly we may 
be bringing in a new generation of 
Watergate plumbers. What kind of 
society are we going to become if 
we fillup our country with counter­
revolutionary losers?" 

Hayden went on to say that now 
that the refugees are here we 
should give them temporary 

I asylum until they can return to 
Vietnam where they belong. 

"Whether you fought against the 
war or not. this should be a time 
of reconciliation," Hayden said. 
"However, a democracy required 
that those who carried out the war 
should resign and by this token 
Secretary of Sta te Henry Kissinger 
.should resign." 

Hayden, who has an article in the 
May 22 issue of Rolling Stone en­
titled "Peace" reminded the 
audience of Ho ehi Minh's' 
declar~tion of independence for 
Vietnam in September of 1945. He 
quoted his article: 

"All men are created equal. 
They are endowed by their creator 
with certain unalienable rights. 
Among these are life. liberty and 
the pursuit of happiness. This 
immortal statement was made in 
the Declaration of Independence 
of the United States of America in 

.. 1716. Ina broa.der sense this means 
that all the peoples on the earth are 
equal from birth, that all the 
peoples have a right to live, to be 
happy and free,'·

PEACE AND SAFETY in Vietnam, 
according to antiwar activist 
Tom Hayden, hal; been 
brought about by the "1 ibera­
lion" orthe South. Hayden, the 
husband o/'J ane I"onda, spoke 
Sunday night in the Women's 
gymnasium to about :WO peo­
ple. 

Hayden said that America must 
playa role in world affairs but only 
if we can respect the self­
determination of other nations. 

"It comes dQWD to a conDict 
between two.' types of in­
terna tionalism," Hayden said. 
"Military intervention and im­
perialism on the one hand v.ersus 
humanism and respect for national 

. self-determination on the other." 
Foreign pollcy should begin at 

home, Hayden said in a line stolen 
from the conservatives. 

"We have lost not only a war, we 
have lost the entire foreign policy 
of the last 30 years," Hayden said. 
"Now we must find another policy 
and in that ordeal find ourselves." 

Hayden added that if it Is not 
possible ,to implement a 
humanitarian foreign policy in a 
capitalist system, then perhaps the 
system itself should be questioned.
