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The Friday afternoon and evening registration took much of the load off the race
day congestion but more than 150 arrived after 7:30 to register Saturday morning
causing us to delay the start of both races. Next year we start as soon as those
in line before 7:30 a.m. are processed; later arrivals start when they get register­
ed... if at all. We'll also start both races at about the same time to overcome the

problems of faster runners overtaking far slower runners in the Half-Marathon on the
walk.

An even greater problem that could bring about the end of the Mission Bay Mara­
thon if it doesn't result in the death of one or more runners first was presented

by the hordes of cyclists and auto drivers that wove in and out of the packs of runners •.• friends and relatives· of the run­
ners as well as other inconsiderate spectators. The San Diego Police Department shares our concern and demands that the dri­
vers not follow the·runners around the course ... and that cyclists not be permitted to do so either .•. if we wish to contin­

ue conducting this event. There were countless near-tragedies due to the heavy auto traffic and the bicycle, which I used
to consider the ideal way to follow a marathon, was even worse thanks to the sheer numbers and lack of consideration of the

riders. Not only were many runners prevented from getting drinks at the aid stations because cyclis~were cutting through
the pack, but runners had to dodge them throughout the race ... and at least four runners were hit by cyclists and two were
unable to continue the race for which they had traveled so far and trained so long.

Your friends and relatives can park on the east side of 'East Mission Bay Drive south of the Hilton Hotel and walk the few

hundred yards to the Fiesta Island Junction where you'll be passing six (6) times •.. and then still have plenty of time to
get back to see you finish. How about encouraging them to do that next year .•• so we'll be able to let you run in 1978 •..??

San Diego, 10 January 1976. Mario Cuevas held off a determined bid by San Diego's Phil Camp to take the laurels for
this running of the Mission Bay Marathon by one of the closest margins in U. S. marathoning history. Cuevas, 1975 Mexican
National Champion and '74 Culver City winner, traded the lead among a close pack of six through five miles and, by the time
they came off the sidewalk for the final turn around Fiesta Island, the pack had slimmed to three: Cuevas, Ron Nabers and
the leader at 15 miles, John Jones in his first marathon. Meanwhile, Phil Camp, back 36 seconds at 10 miles, hauled past

fourth running Bob Fitts after a quick drink at the turn-around and made contact with the front-running Cuevas as they
rounded Fiesta Island into 20 miles. For the next six miles it was a stride-for-stride duel with Cuevas picking up a stride

on Camp with a mile and a half to go and forcing the pace to stretch that out to six at the finish.

Cuevas' time of 2:18:05.2 was the sixth fastest

on the course and Camp, two seconds back, ranked 8th
with his first clocking under 2:20.

Fitts, taking a respite from the snowy climes of

~St. Louis, took possession of third place from·Van­
denburg AFB marathon novice Jones as they rounded
Fiesta Island and then Tom Bryant overhauled Jones
with a quarter mile to go, leaving John with a very
auspicious fifth place 2:21:39 marathon initiation.
Bryant's Santa Monica TC teammate, Perry Forrester,
got under the Olympic Trials qualifying standard by
13 seconds and Ron Nabers' trip from Florida came

to naught as he missed the mark by 16 for seventh
place, holding off a strong cah11enge by fast-fin­
ishing Dave White.
