No point totals were kept in the meet,
but Baylor, behind assistant track coach
Que McMaster, would have won with
ease. McMaster was meet director,
subbing for head coach Clyde Hart, who
was in Baton Rouge, La., acting as meet
referee at a Southeast Conference indoor
meet.

The Baylor 440-yard relay team of Davy
Duncan, Steve Sims, Thomas Saulsberry
and Scooter Reed placed first with a time
of 4140, edging out second-place finisher
Southwest Texas State. The two-mile
relay team of James Hall, Larry Davis,
Mike Beck and Bob Kennedy won the
event with a 7;54.99 clocking, defeating
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second-place SMU. '

Saulsberry, with a 54.32 time, won the
440-yard hurdies and BU's Mark Collins
easily won the 440-yard dash with a time
of 47.71. o '

Cole Doty of SMU grabbed first place in
the 100-yard dash with a time of 9.53,
Scooter Reed was second at 9.60 and SMU
won the mile run. In the mile run, heavy
winds Saturday created some less than
impressive times. SMU's John Herbert
won the event with a slow time of 4:20.
Ricky Marquez of Baylor was second at
4:20.3. - o

The Bears’ sprint-medley unit of Reed,
Steve Sims, Geary Harris and Phil
McLendon grabbed first-place honors with
a 3:30 time. East Texas placed second.

Davy Duncan of Baylor won the
120-yard high hurdles at 14.17, Thomas
Saulsberry of BU was second at 14.25 and
Baylor’s Bill Ratcliff was third at 14.70,
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giving the Bears a sweep of the event.
UTA’s Mark Newland captured the
three-mile run with a 14:30 time and
Baylor’s Bill Adams was second at 14:36.
- - Bayler’s talented mile-relay squad of
Larry Davis, Phil McLendon, Geary
Harris and Mark Collins at anchor had no
trouble at all winning first place with a
3:19.5 time. The Bears’ second mile-relay
team, composed of other track members,
placed second at 3:24.6 and Ranger was
third at 3:24.9.

UTA’s Steve Brinkley took first-place
honors in the pole vault with a 150 leap,
Bruce King of SWTSU, Andy Cox of
Baylor and Dave Flemming of SMU tied
for second at 14-6.
