The SCV AL time trials at Foothill
College produced one league rec­
ord, a tie for another and three
near-misses.

Los Altos' Diana Bishop etched
.her name in the record book by
,putting the shot 38-1, topping the

record of 35-8114 which she also
held.

Gunn's Lola Rockwell, mean­
while, tied the SCV AL record in the
JOO-yard dash, running 1\.2. The
record is also held by Wilcox's
Jackie Hendy, who checked in at
11.4 in her heat.

Not to be outdone, Rockwell
then proceeded to come within an
inch of the league long jump stan­
dard at 18-3% and edged to within

one-tenth of~ second of the league
mark in the 220 - 25.9,

However, Rockwell is a good bet
to eclipse at least the long jump
landmark. She has a leap of 1~-3 to
her credit - the second best in the
nation - at the Los Altos Invita­
tional last month.

Gunn and Los Altos dominated
proceedings during the trials and
are expected to battle it out for the
team championship at the finals
next Saturday.
