NORWALK-Most high school track experts wrote
Muir off after it lost long/triple jumper Ricky Holliday
with a hamstring pull in last week's CIF 4-Apreliminary
meet, and predicted Compton would win the 4-A track
championship. ,

But they were wrong, just like many basketball experts
who said the Lakers would fall apart after they lost center
'Kareem Abdul-Jabbar in the National Basketball Assn;-fi­
nals. '

Muir won its second 4-A title in the last three years Fri-
v rday night at Cerritos College. when Ed Tave virtually

"came out of nowhere to finish second in the long and triple
jumps behind teammate Charles~Mayfield. Holliday had
been expected to finish second in both events prior to' his
injury.

Muir became the. first team in recent history to win a
CIF track championship without winning any events on
the track. The Mustangs scored 61 points. all but' five of
.which came in the field events. Compton was second with
57points, scoring all of them in the running events.

"I thought it would come down to the last event. the 1,­
600 relay," Compton Coach Curtis Seymore said. "But that
Kidfrom Muir (Tave) came out of a peephole."
"-'Tave, a lanky (6-3) freckled-faced junior. surpassed his
previous bests by more than a foot in the long jump (23­
1OIh) and triple jump (47-1112) to score 16 points. He had
been expected to finish fourth in the long jump and sixth in
