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HIGH SCHOOL TWO-MILE POSTAL TEAM RACE

Once again high school distance runners rose to the occasion and broke
all records in the eighth annual nationwide postal competition sponsored by Track
Track & Field News.

The great crew from Proviso West of Hills'ide, Illinois, averaged 9:37.2
for two miles in the five man team race. Proviso West lowered the total team
time record to 48:05.9, adding this mark to the national records it holds in the
distance medley and four-mile relay events.

A repeat winner among the individuals, and again with a record time,
was Mike Ryan of Wilcox, Santa Clara, Calif. Despite an injury which kept him
off the track for a full month early in the fall, Ryan turned in two fine runs of
8:57.7 and 8:58.9. He won last year with a 9: 09.8 performance that was a US
prep record. This time he missed the national high school record of 8:56.0 by
Gerry Lindgren only because he was on his own all the way.

Jlm Olsen of Kirkwood, Missouri, also was under the former standard
with a 9:08.7 clocking. Two other boys broke 9:20, a total of 10 were under
9:30 and 70 runners broke ten minutes.

Team competition was hotter than ever' as four schools bettered the
48:50.9 record set by South Salem in 1962. Wilcox and Carlmont, Belmont,
Calif., hooked up in a torrid duel with Wilcox winning 48:20.7 to 48:22.3. Carl­
mont won a second match in 48:21. 7. York of Elmhurst, Illinois, was the
fourth record breaker at 48:43.0 while East, Wichita, Kansas did 48:57.3
paced by Jim Ryun's 9:10.0.
