Carlmont's Hans Temple­
man, the premier runner / in
the SPAL last season, took in­
dividual honors with a time of
9: 37 over the two-mile course.

Templeman's time is the
second fastest ever run on the
course, 10 seconds behind for­
mer CarImont star Chris
Carey's top effort.

Carlmont sophomore Steve
Miller checked in second in
9: 51, the fastest time in' course
history for a sophomore and
the eighth best time for a run­
ner of any grade.

Carlmont's team time (best
five runners) was 50:35, the
fastest opening time for a Scot
team in history.

Carlmont also won the ju­
nior varsity ,and freshman
meets, while Mt. Pleasant
took the sophomore encounter.
