Earlybird Post-Meet Write-Up

Crystal clear skies and moderate temperatures welcomed everyone to kick off the 2010 cross country season on the beautiful California coast at the 2010 Earlybird Invitational at Toro Park (Salians) hosted by North Monterey County High School. High temperatures had plagued the event in recent years but this edition was about as good as it gets. The meet drew one of its largest crowds ever with the CCS Finals to be held here later in the year and lots of pre-season questions were answered. The unmatched early season competition plus the great conditions made for some amazing results!

The day kicked off with our open race for the truly brave coaches, parents, alumni, etc. and the host school was proud as former runner Danny Tapia (NMC class of 2004) toured the 3 mile layout in what we believe to be the fastest ever clocking on the course at 15:02! Danny recently became the first local runner to ever win the Big Sur Marathon and is shooting for a run at the 2012 Olympic Marathon Trials.  

Next we had the first ever middle school race as part of the festivities and the eager young harriers toured an altered 2 mile layout without the famous Toro hills. Official results were not kept in this inaugural edition but we can say there were nearly 100 kids and we hope to expand this portion of the event for 2011!

Then, the real show began! The ladies were highlighted on the individual front while the gentlemen had the fastest early season crew in the history of the course! Rachel Hinds (St. Ignatius) has been the Earlybird darling the last 3 years with amazing wins each year to kick off the season. She burst onto the running scene here four years back and today she sealed the deal with what may have been the best dual in the history of the meet. Jessie Peterson (Carlmont) had played second fiddle to Rachel in two previous editions and today she wanted to play spoiler. The two dueled throughout the race with Jessie pushing the pace early on and looking to break Rachel before the Toro hills. Rachel rallied as they hit the hill loop and came out onto the final flat loop with a slight lead but looked to be struggling. Jessie made a big move to bring her back in the last half mile and Rachel got her second breath and put in an amazing last quarter mile for the win and an Earlybird four year sweep!! She stopped the clock at 17:59.5 that was later made official at 18:00 and launched her to #3 ALL-TIME at the park!! Her performance may rank as one of the greatest early season efforts we’ve seen in this area of California. She now only trails the legendary mark by Tori Tyler of 17:16 (Gunn 2004) and the great run by Michelle Gallagher at 17:53 (Sacred Heart 2002). Jessie finished strong only 9 seconds back at 18:09 and rockets to #7 ALL-TIME! Unfortunately, Rachel and Jessie will represent CCS in different divisions down the road but these performances place them right among the state championship favorites! A great footnote is that Rachel will take her amazing talents to Stanford, but, the running community will loose a great one and take a step back as she goes on to play Lacrosse! We wish her and Jessie the best!!

The boys show was highlighted by the Bells from Bellarmine! We knew they would be special in 2010 and we were not disappointed. They put on a team running clinic with a combined team time of 81:10 which moves them to a tie with North Monterey County (2003) to 4th All-TIME at the park! They now only trail Mountain View (80:13 2008), Los Gatos (80:45 2006), and Carlmont (80:49 2006) on the record board! And, the teams ahead of them set those marks late in the year. Bellarmine has the tools to take the 80:13 record down at CCS Finals and could make some noise at the state level in the ultra-tough Division I level. Today they featured a 23 second 1-5 spread and dominated the field so much that they would have placed 6 runners before any other team had their 2nd runner in!!! Incredible team running with a HUGE upside for this squad. San Benito (83:21) and Madera South (83:34) placed 2nd and 3rd overall and renewed their friendly rivalry once again after also locking horns last week.  Los Altos and Willow Glen also showed well while a couple of our pre-meet favorites struggled here but we’re hoping that when things really count they will be back in the mix. 

On the team front for the ladies we had Jessie Peterson lead Carlmont to a nice early season effort at 99:48. They featured three girls under 20:00 and if they can shore up their final two scorers they could be a force down the road. Mountain View may have had the best team showing top to bottom as they ran 100:41 but featured five girls under 21:00 and has the depth to mix it up in big fields later on. Los Gatos, St. Ignatius (led by Rachel Hinds) and a re-surging San Lorenzo Valley squad, rounded out the top five teams today.

On the grade level team front we had Bellarmine once again being the class of the field winning ALL FOUR BOYS RACES and with that, taking home the OVERALL TEAM CHAMPION AWARD even though they don’t even have girls! San Lorenzo Valley had the best new crop winning the 9th grade girls race while Presentation (10th grade), Mountain View (11th grade), and St. Ignatius (12th grade) also took home team plaques.

On the individual grade level front we had our trophy winners in Anna Maxwell (9th 19:10 San Lorenzo Valley), Danielle Katz (10th 19:02 Los Gatos), Morgan Lira (11th 18:51 Valley Christian), and Rachel Hinds (12th 18:00 St. Ignatius) for the girls and Takuto Doshiro (9th 17:02 Monta Vista), Richard Ho (10th 16:00 Leland), Kevin Bishop (11th 15:51 Monta Vista), and Domenic D’Aquisto (12th 15:42 Enterprise) for the boys. We want to congratulate Domenic for his 3rd Earlybird win in 4 years!!

Well folks, thank you to everyone that helped make the meet possible and we especially want to congratulate all the runners as they are the ones that it’s all about. We wish you all the very best in 2010 and we hope to see you back at Toro Park next year!

2010 Earlybird Invitational Preview by Coach Gustavo Ibarra

North Monterey County High School is proud to present the 16th Annual Earlybird Invitational! We’re set for a 5th year at Toro Park (2010 CCS Championship Site) in Salinas. It will be another thriller with more than 50 teams and over 2,000 athletes expected to participate this Saturday, Sept. 11th. Races will be held by grade levels with combined team times being used for overall bragging rights. This may be the most competitive early-season meet in the state of California with many state and section ranked teams and individuals. The 2010 edition will welcome our traditional line-up of powerhouse squads from the north and central part of the state with one squad making the trip from the Southern Section. The Central Coast Section will put on a show with 8 of the top 10 ranked squads from both genders including the top 5 ranked squads on the boys’ side clashing early on! The Central Section, North Coast Section, and the Northern Section will also send some of their best including several squads ranked in the top 3 in their section! Hold on folks! As cross country is a true team sport, we’ll start by highlighting the top teams followed by the top individuals.

Let’s get started with the GIRLS. We have a toss-up here as the top 5 CCS ranked squads face off and will be challenged by some great central valley and northern squads. Carlmont took Earlybird in 2006 and 2007 and may take the title here once again if they can rally behind the new coaching crew. They come in ranked 1st overall in CCS and look to bring a 5th title in 6 years after a narrow loss to Gunn at CCS finals last year. If they slip a bit here Mountain View may steal the whole show after a great 2nd place showing here last year.  The top ranked squad in DII has won the last 3 CCS titles in that division and they return their top gun along with 5 out of their top 7 although they just had their head coach step down. They do hold the 2nd fastest team time ever at Toro Park at 96:11! Los Gatos returns the most out of the top squads and it could make them the upset pick if the top two teams don’t fill out their depth and struggle with their coaching transitions. Ranked 4th in CCS and holding the team time course record at Toro Park from 2006 at a blazing 96:01, these ladies will be a force here! Presentation took the bronze here 3 years back and hopes to return to that lofty status ranked 5th in CCS and returning their whole squad. Madera South returns 6 out of their top 7 and knows how to work over the summer. They could surprise! St. Ignatius took Earlybird 2 years ago and always runs well here. With their amazing multi-sport star leading and huge numbers they may get back to where they were. Mitty returns their top 5 and could be a sleeper pick. Aptos, our top team at Earlybird last year, comes in a bit unknown. After graduating some major stars, we’re sure this program will once again find new ones. If you see any Aptos girls near the front of the 9th grade race, watch out! St Francis and Valley Christian join the party from the toughest league in CCS and could make 4 squads from that league in the hunt for a top 5 finish. Enterprise returns from the north with the heart of their state meet crew and should show well. Santa Cruz will also be in the hunt and look out for a re-surging San Lorenzo Valley squad this year! Lynbrook, Gilroy, San Benito, Westmoor, Evergreen Valley, Silver Creek, Castilleja, and Leland also bring great groups. 

The senior girls’ race should be a thriller between 2 of the state’s best that were both absent from the CA prep track scene last spring! We have on hand three-time Earlybird winner Rachel Hinds (St. Ignatius) going for the almost impossible 4th win!!! She burst onto the CA running scene 3 years ago with her race win here and a CCS title! Last year she was the top girl at Earlybird and is always ready early on!! She went on to place 5th in state and ran 18:14 there! Jessie Peterson (Carlmont) returns after placing 2nd to Rachel here in their first 2 years and blazed a 17:28 at Crystal Springs last year. She has multiple track and cross country CCS titles and it will be quite a race here! Katie Castro (Los Gatos), Angie Korpusik (Presentation), and Cindy Huang (Lynbrook) were in the top 5 last year and return to try to duplicate that feat! Look for Linnea Biddick (Aptos) to maybe be the surprise of the race. Tori Tsolis (Presentation), Amanda Cole (Santa Cruz), Jennifer Espinoza (Evergreen Valley), Mary Kriege (Mitty), Akaysha Dhaliwal (Madera South) and teammates Sadie Navarro and Carol Passarrelli (Mountain View) should also contend for top 10 medals. 

In the team race watch the St. Ignatius and Mountain View show! SI stole the show when these ladies were 9th and 10th graders and Mountain View spoiled the party with the win last year. We’ll see if SI can bounce back here and get 3 out of 4 titles!  Los Gatos and San Benito should battle for the 3rd place medals.

The junior girls’ has Allison Sturges (Mountain View) going for her 3rd Earlybird win!! Her 2 previous Earlybird wins just got things going as she went on to win CCS in cross country and the mile in track! But, she may end up chasing local girl Nina Anderson (Notre Dame-Salinas) as she continues her meteoric rise. She blazed a CCS leading 10:47 2 mile and knows Toro Park very well. Lauren Croshaw (Aragon) had a great end of 2009 and may be our sleeper pick. Morgan Lira (Valley Christian) surprised last year here only 10 seconds back of Allison and could be close once again. Last year we thought Samantha Garcia (Evergreen Valley) would surprise and she did just that placing 3rd. This year our sleepers may be Anna Welsh (Monterey) and Megan Shearer (Carlmont) with Athena Alarcon (Gilroy) right there also. Meghan Morse (Aptos), Madeline Roemer (St. Francis), Sarah Wells (Mountain View), Courtney Destaillat (Aptos), Kayla Knapp (Los Gatos), Morgan Healy (St. Francis), Maritza Ruelas (Gilroy), Sofia Rios (Madera South), Laura Vazquez (Presentation), and Isabel Garcia (Valley Christian) could also medal here.

The team race should see Mountain View put on a show once again with St. Ignatius and Los Gatos showing strong.

The sophomore girls’ has Nikki Hiltz (Aptos) and Danielle Katz (Los Gatos) in a toss up! Nikki won here last year while Danielle missed the race. Nikki has the speed and Danielle the strength. This dual should be fun to watch. Corin Soelberg (Carlmont) hopes to give chase and make it interesting. Olivia Rintala (Mitty) was 2nd here last year and could contend. Maya Weigel (Mountain View), Alyssa Johnson (Leland), Cristal Rivera (Madera South), Nikki Stokman (Aragon), Graciela Belmontes (Alisal), Vanessa Estrada (San Benito), and Montana Loveday (Mitty) should also mix it up.

The team race should be another Mitty show as they routed the competition here last year! St. Ignatius and San Benito should have a good battle for 2nd.

The freshman girls’ are always a mystery but girls’ teams rise in stock very quickly after this race each year! 

The BOYS will rock Toro once again! 9 out of the 10 fastest squads ever at Toro are here and know how to run the park! Our CCS preview at Earlybird continues as we have 8 out of the top 10 ranked CCS teams here to clash early on! Although, other sections have shined at Earlybird! From 2002-2007 the titles went to Central Section powerhouse Madera! In 2008, Redondo Union rolled into town from the Southern Section and dethroned the Central Valley kings taking the title by 14 seconds over rising CCS power Mountain View! Last year Bellarmine cranked an 81:37 good for 6th fastest ever at the park and just beat out Mountain View by 2 seconds to bring the Earlybird title back to CCS! So, this year, we are calling a CCS repeat as Bellarmine and Mountain View clash once again with Carlmont also mixing it up. Bellarmine looks to be favorites as the overall top ranked CCS team and it may be their year to mix it up with the Southern Section DI squads. They are deep and fast up-front and may be too much for anyone to handle here. Mountain View graduated 4 out of their top 6 and just had their head coach step down but they have something great going on up there that won’t slow down too much. Carlmont may upset them all if they can get all their kids on board with their coaching staff. Madera South has the coach that led Madera to their amazing run and could provide a challenge from outside the CCS! San Benito locked horns and was dead even with Madera South last week and will show very well! And, keep an eye on DIII squads St. Ignatius and Willow Glen. SI has a new but proven head coach on board and a solid tradition while Willow Glen could surprise all year if healthy and ready. Some other squads to keep an eye on include Alisal, Aragon, Los Altos, Gilroy, Salinas, Enterprise, San Lorenzo Valley, Monta Vista, Los Gatos, St. Francis and we welcome Canyon Springs making the long trip from the SS with hopes of representing their section well!

The senior boys’ race has, if the weather cooperates, a REAL CHANCE AT A NEW COURSE RECORD! 2007 and 2009 champ Domenic D’Aquisto (Enterprise) returns to battle 2008 champ Parker Schuh (Mountain View)! This could be a dual for the ages. If they are willing to share the load through the deceiving up-hill first mile and the famous Toro climbs in the 2nd mile, they could set themselves up nicely for a blazing last mile and a real crack at both going under the old record of 15:12!  Domenic is our slight favorite coming off a blazing 14:28 flat 3 mile just last week, he’s ready! His 15:18 here last year ranks 3rd all-time and this may be his day to steal the course record from CCS! Parker will have most of the crowd hoping he does it to keep the record in CCS. He blazed a 15:29 here last year could go sub 15:12 here or later at CCS Finals. Will Geiken (Los Gatos) will hope to hang on early and get pulled to a fast time! Teammates Kyle Rae and Tony Ferrari (Bellarmine) will shine as they lead the top team in the meet and Ethan Scardina and Ben Bunk (Carlmont) will try to match them. Max Bell (Salinas) is the local guy that will look to surprise and may help with pacing early on. Bryan Crook (Mountain View), Donald Plazola (Willow Glen), Jose Castillo (San Benito), Manuel Negrete (Alisal), Chet Reyen (Carlmont), Angel Flores (Madera South), Sergio Alcala (San Benito), Joseph Rivera (Willow Glen), Christopher Ries (St. Francis), Diego Escobar (Alisal), and Ben Schneider (Los Altos) should also be in the mix for medals.  

Mountain View is the 2-time defending champion here and should get 3 in row if they can hold off a surging Bellarmine squad! Carlmont and San Benito look to battle for 3rd. 

The junior boys’ will have Michael McCabe (Willow Glen) defending his 2 Earlybird titles! He ran a very fine 16:09 here last year and could take a crack at the difficult sub 16:00 here. Jack Bordoni (Bellarmine) has been in the top 3 twice here and could challenge for the win with the help from his teammate Adrian Hinojosa (Bellarmine)! Juan Navia and Nathan Esparza (Madera South) will work together well and also keep an eye on up-and-comers Francisco Salvador (Alisal), Aubrey Myjer (Mountain View), Samuel Hales (King City), Peter Anthony (Cupertino), Omar Meza (San Benito), and Bryan Tena (Salinas).
Bellarmine blew the competition away here last year and should shine once again! Salinas, San Benito, and Willow Glen will show well. 

The sophomore boys’ has a star in the making. Richard Ho (Leland) returns for win number 2 and he may get it fairly easily. He’s coming off a recent win over some proven runners in a 5 mile road race and he’s fit! Ciaran Murphy (St. Ignatius) was only 17th here last year but may shoot straight to the top. He has all the tools to be a good one. Ismael Guzman (Madera South) leads a great crew from his school that includes Jose Herrera, Uriel Cabanas, Daniel Evangelista, and Israel Cruz! Also look for Richard Guzikowski (Mitty) after his 3rd place here last year. Kevin Bastoul (Mountain View), Ricky Esqueda (San Benito), Aaron Walker (Los Gatos), Charles Deanda (Bellarmine), and Armando Covarrubias (Gilroy) also return for top 10 finishes. 

Madera South may run away with the title here but Bellarmine will not give it up easily after their win here last year! St. Ignatius, Leland, and Mountain View will also shoot for the top 3 medals.

The freshmen boys’ race welcomes our newbies that hope to know their way around the park! 

Since the CCS meet will be at Toro Park this year and the weather forecast looks to be cooperating, we’re calling some major Toro Park record hits! Matthew Petrillo (Los Gatos-2006) holds the park record at 15:12. That record is in jeopardy folks! Watch the senior boys’ race for that! The rest of the elite boys will have to dip under 15:42 to make the all-time top 25 list! We’re looking at 2-3 guys that could do that this weekend! Tori Tyler (Gunn-2004) blazed a 17:16 and threw down a mark that will be hard to challenge for quite some time, if ever. To give you some perspective, #2 on the all-time Toro list is 17:53!  To make the top 25, the girls will have to run 18:35.  We’re also looking at 2-3 girls that could do that here!

As far as team time records are concerned, the boys from Mountain View ran 80:13 at CCS 2 years ago to shave 32 seconds off the old record! The 16:02 average for their scoring 5 is not safe with Bellarmine having the crew to challenge here! They ran 81:35 last year and could take a crack at it! The girls’ team time record of 96:01 set by Los Gatos 3 years ago seems safe. Averaging 19:12 for their top 5 girls is quite special and will be hard to match early in the year.

The Overall Team Champion will be scored as follows: 1st=10 pts., 2nd=8 pts., 3rd=6 pts., 4th=4 pts., 5th=2 pts. 

AWARDS: Plaque for winning team in each race. Medals to first 7 members of 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place teams in each race. Medals to top 10 runners not on the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place teams in each race. Trophy for first place individual finisher in each race. Plaque for Overall Boys and Girls Team Champion.
